PARENT CODE OF CONDUCT

MISSION:  Our Club is committed to maintaining a positive environment for all youth players.  The purpose of the Club shall be to promote soccer as a sport through the development of the children of this community toward good sportsmanship and athletic skill and knowledge in the game of soccer. 

THIS CODE OF CONDUCT SHALL:  Provide parent(s) / guardian(s) with a copy of the Club policies, to enable them to offer examples of positive attitudes and good sportsmanship. 

SECTION 1 – GENERAL GUIDELINES:
All parent(s)/guardian(s) are expected to adhere to the following guidelines throughout each season: 

1.  Assist players in complying with the rules/expectations specified in the Player Code of Conduct. 
2.  Always exemplify a positive attitude and good sportsmanship. Disrespect, defiance and/or violence will not be tolerated. 
3.  Represent the Club, to the best of your ability, on and/or off the field. This includes and is not limited to practices, games, traveling, tournaments, and team or club functions. 
4.  Honor all financial obligations pertaining to joining the Club. This includes, but is not limited to, registration fees, uniform fees, tournament fees, fundraiser fees and travel expenses. 

SECTION 2 – CLUB EXPECTATIONS:
The following are the expectations of the Club as to the behavior of its Parent members:  

1.  Respect the role of the coaches by refraining from coaching players. 
2.  Encourage players with positive comments only. 
3.  Do not disturb or approach players and/or coaches (except in cases of an emergency) until the team has been released by the coach. 
4.  Do not argue with coaches.  If you do not agree with the coach, arrange to speak with him/her privately.  If you feel that a mediating presence would be helpful in a meeting between yourself and the coach, you may arrange to have a member of the Board of Directors present during the meeting.
5.  Following a game there will be a mandatory 24 hour waiting period to discuss any issue you or your player may have with anything having to do with said game, following the 24 hour period please contact the coach to arrange to discuss the issue.  
6.  Remain on the designated side of the field for parents and spectators until the players are released. 
7.  Do not dispute any decision with a referee. This includes any comments or actions directed to any referee and/or spectators. If you feel a mistake has been made, you may contact the Club’s head referee for further assistance. 
8.  You are responsible for the conduct of any guest you have directly or indirectly invited. Your guest must honor all club policies. 
9.  Do not engage in any physical or verbal disagreements with any member of the opposing team’s coaches, players or spectators. 

SECTION 3 – DISIPINARY ACTION:
Violations of any guidelines or expectations set forth herein may result in intervention and/or disciplinary action by The Lakeland Soccer Club Board of Directors. 

1.  Following any violation the person involved will receive a letter stating the issue and/or behavior that needs to be addressed. 
2.  First offense:  the letter regarding the violation will be a warning notification. 
3.  Second offense:  (depending on nature of the offense) the letter regarding the violation will be a notification of suspension from participation in games (1 to 3 games depending on the offence) and/or a notice of suspension from practices.  
4.  Third offense:  the letter regarding the violation may be a permanent suspension from attending games and/or practices.
